    COUGARS DOMINATE BUCKAROOS! 
 
Running back Ash Gibson rushed for 134 yards 
and two touchdowns, while linebacker Mike 
Warsaw returned an interception for a score in a 
27-7 win against Pendleton Friday night. 
 
The Cougars controlled the game from the very 
beginning holding the Buckaroos to only 3 first 
downs in the first half on their way to a 13-0 lead 
at the intermission. 
 
Mountain View’s scoring in the first half consisted 
of a 13 yard TD run by Gibson, and a 47 yard TD 
pass from Scott Plants to Josh Young. 
 
Pendleton came in with a game plan of stopping 
Gibson, who was second in the state in rushing 
entering Friday night’s game. However, the 
Mountain View defense stopped the Buckaroos 
offense cold, including 2 interceptions by 
cornerback Pat Cashman, while the Cougar 
offense picked up modest yardage even as they 
were taking valuable time off the clock. 
 
The Cougars sealed the game when Gibson 
finally broke through with a long run with 4:09 left 
in the 3rd quarter, by scooting outside and up the 
sidelines 41 yards into the end zone, and a 20-0 
Mountain View lead. 
 
The Cougars picked up some insurance when 
linebacker Mike Warsaw intercepted a pass by 
the Pendleton quarterback, and returned it 20 
yards for a touchdown to make it 27-0 with 9:04 
left in the game. 
 
The Buckaroos added a late touchdown with only 
:05 left on the clock to make the final score 27-7. 
 
With the win, the Cougars moved to 1-0 in league 
play and 4-0 overall. 
 
Mountain View’s next game is Friday night (9/28) 
in Prineville against Crook County.
