Eagle Point, OR (9/18/09) – For the last three years, Mountain View has produced three, first team All-IMC running 
backs: Sean Koepf in 2006, Ash Gibson in 2007 and Scott McCreery in 2008. The 2009 starting running back Solomon 
Helms looks like another winner for the Cougars. Helms rushed for 240 yards and 5 touchdowns as Mountain View beat 
Eagle Point 41-21. 
 
Helms opened the scoring on the first play of the game with a spectacular 60 run around the left side to give the Cougars 
an early 7-0 lead. But Eagle Point’s Jake Shaffer tied the score with his own 61 yard run in the first quarter. Mountain 
View would score again on a 11 yard run by Helms, and then a beautiful 28 yard pass from quarterback Zach Johnson to 
wide out Cody Davis to give the Cougars a 21-7 lead. 
 
But on the Cougars next possession, Johnson’s pass was intercepted by the Eagles Austin Marlia who returned it 80 
yards for a score to make it 21-13 at the half. But 2 more scoring runs in the third quarter by Helms put the game out of 
reach making it 34-13. 
 
In the fourth quarter, Eagle Point’s Marlia scored his second touchdown of the night on a 29 yard run and Helms finished 
the scoring on a 3 yard run (his record tying fifth touchdown oft the game) to make the final score 41-21.  
 
With the win, the Cougars move to 2-0 on the season and will open league play next week at home (9/25) against 
Pendleton.
