   After a bye week, Mountain View was back in action against Southern Sky opponent Eagle Point on Friday night (9/12), and 
to say that the Cougars were eager to be playing a game on a Friday night instead of enduring another grueling practice, is an 
understatement. 

 

Mountain View showed no rust at all as they scored the first 30 points, all before halftime in a 42-7 blowout of the Eagles. The 
Cougars scored on their second possession of the game, running and passing their way through the Eagle defense, 
culminating in a 6 yard touchdown pass from quarterback Scott Plants to Pat Cashman for a 7-0 lead.  
 

The Cougar defense then went to work, forcing the Eagles to punt.  Mountain View would strike again, as tailback Scott 
McCreery ran around the left side of the Eagles defense down the sidelines for a spectacular 41 yard touchdown. 
 
 

Matt Robertson would then relieve Plants at quarterback on the Cougars next possession (Plants and Robertson platoon at 
QB) leading the team on a solid drive, capped off by a 4 yard touchdown pass from Robertson to tight end Robert Turner for 
a 20-0 lead.

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After another solid defensive effort by the Cougars, Robertson again led Mountain 
View down the field with the help of excellent runs from tailback Scott McCreery & 
fullback Jake Paredes, ending with a 12 yard touchdown pass from Robertson to 
backup running back Chris Barber. 

 

The Cougars would get the ball back one more time before halftime, and Scott 
Plants (who was back in a quarterback), would run the 2-minute drill to perfection, 
leading Mountain View into field goal range with just 4 seconds on the clock. After a 
timeout, sophomore kicker Skyler Laughlin converted on a 34 yard filed goal as time 
expired, and the Cougars would go into halftime leading Eagle Point 30-0. 
 

Eagle Point would score on it’s first possession of the second half, a 4 yard run by 
running back Garrett Davis, but those would turn out to be the only points the 
Cougar defense would allow on this night. 

 

Mountain View scored two more times in the second half, the first on a 7 yard 
touchdown run by tailback Solomon Helms (who relieved McCreery), and the 
second on a terrific 22 yard touchdown pass from Robertson to wide receiver Steve 
Smith. 

 

McCreery finished the day with 169 yards rushing on only 11 carries and a 
touchdown, while quarterback Matt Roberson threw 3 touchdown passes. In all, the 
Cougars racked up over 400 yards rushing, and 4 touchdown passes as they moved 
to 2-0 with the win. 

 

The Cougars next game is Friday night (9/19) at 7:00pm, as they open up IMC 
league play against the Pendleton Buckaroos at the Round Up in Pendleton.
